TENTATIVE SCHEDULE: 

Depart EVV:    Tuesday, May 13, 2008  
Return EVV:   Thursday, May 22, 2008   

• 2-hr van trip to St. Ann’s Bay 
• Stay at the Cloister’s (room & board) on top of a mountain overlooking the ocean 
• Walk to St. Ann’s Bay Primary School (Grades 1 – 6), St. Ann’s Bay Infant 

School (Ages 3 – 5), &  Sunshine Special Ed School (Grades 3 – 8) 
• You will choose your subjects and grade levels and team teach with another UE 

student.  Students & teachers speak English. 
• Visit Ocho Rios (7 miles away) &  climb Dunn’s River Falls which empties directly 

into the ocean! 
• Shop the straw markets in Ocho Rios 
• 3 hr classes offered:  EDUC 322 (required EDUC credit) or EDUC 499 (elective) 
• Cost:  APPOXIMATELY $ 2400   (10 days)  

* Price includes airfare, room & board, transportation fees, tuition & 
registration fees (lower summer prices!), entry to Dunn’s River Falls, & tips.  
We’ll explore possible grant money to off-set the cost. 

• Additional spending money:  food/drinks on the two travel days, 
Optional: souvenirs (in the past $300 seems to be what many spend) 

• Meet 8 - 10 times prior to our trip to discuss lessons, trip details, materials, 
donations, &  logistics 

• Keep a daily journal, prepare your lesson plans and all needed materials, collect 
items & money to donate, research project, write 3 reflection papers, and create 
a final PowerPoint project which will be presented in final class (Sunday, August 
24th 5-8PM) 

• Experience being a minority.  Get out of your comfort level! 
• Collaborate with a team of Jamaican teachers! 
• Present workshop to teachers (topic to be decided upon by class)  
• Learn about another culture and its educational system! 
• Opportunity to have fellowship with members of St. Ann’s Bay Methodist church 

& attend a Sunday church service! 
• Meet parents!  
• Travel abroad!  Increase your cultural awareness & diversity! 
• Enhance your resume!  Impress your future employers! 
• New ideas and knowledge for future classes!
